2019 by Ministry of Social Justice and 
Empowerment.
Under this Act – Abandonment of a Senior 
Citizen or Parent is Punishable with 
imprisonment of upto three months or a 
fine of upto Rs.5,000/- or both. The Bill 
increases the penalty to imprisonment 
between 3 to 6 months or a fine upto 
Rs.10,000/- or both.
Establishment of Care Homes – State 
Governments may set up Old Age Homes
Provides certain facilities to Geriatric 
Patients in Government Hospitals. Bill 
requires every Police Station to have 
atleast one officer to deal with issues 
related to Parents and Senior Citizens.
Son-in-Law, Daughter-in-Law, also could 
be arraigned if they neglect Senior Citizens.
I wish that Senior Citizens should be made 
aware of all the provisions of Act for their 
welfare and protection.
Finally, I once again wish all our members 
and their families a Very Happy and 
Prosperous NEW YEAR and Happy 
PONGAL.

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Dental check-ups, medications, physicals – the list 
of a senior’s health needs go on.
